Afterlife Life after death.

Canopic jar Used to store and preserve the viscera of their owner for the afterlife.

Civilisation A culture that has developed specialised systems, religion, education and
government.

Dynasty A series of rulers from the same family.

Embalm Spices and oils used to preserve a corpse from decay.

An ancient Egyptian writing system where pictures represented ideas and
sounds.

Hieroglyphics

Irrigation A way of supplying water to an area of land.

Mummification | Embalmment and drying of a dead body and wrapping it as a mummy.

Mummy A specially treated body wrapped in cloth for preservation.

Nile River The river ancient Egyptians settled around. Flows south to north into
Mediterranean Sea

Papyrus A paper like material made from a reed that grows along the River Nile

Pharaoh King-gods who ruled Egypt. Believed to be descended from the sun god.

Pyramids Tombs or burial places for the pharaohs.

Stone slab inscribed with hieroglyphics that allowed historians to
understand Egyptian writing.

Rosetta Stone

Sahara desert Largest desert in the world, some of which makes up some of Egypt.

Sarcophagus A large stone coffin for a mummy to be laid in.

Shadoof A waterwheel with buckets used by farmers to irrigate fields.

Sphinx Mythological creature that has the head of a pharaoh and body of a lion.

Tomb A large vault, typically an underground one, for burying the dead. The
most well known in Egypt is within the pyramids in the Valley of the Kings.

Tutankhamun An ancient Egyptian pharaoh who was the last of his royal family to rule
during the end of the 18th dynasty.

Viscera The internal organs in the main cavities of the body
